Sunday: 2 Thessalonians 1:11-12. Pray to live as his disciples here in this world so that Jesus will be glorified by your lives.

Monday: 2 Thessalonians 2:13-17.Thank God you are called to be his disciples, stand firm in his truth, and pray for strength to do good.
Tuesday: 2 Thessalonians 3:6-13. We are not idle but energetic in caring for ourselves and our families.  We should be energetic in our Christian life of service.
