Balance Sheet 

As of the end of November, current assets (cash and stocks) totaled

$88,196, comprised of $41,316 in checking and $46,880 in the money market account.  The Thrivent mortgage balance decreased to $223,436 while member loans are at $365,859. Available cash in the checking account is $ -1,738, due to the rest being in the designated accounts.
